PCI Web, 1770-present. GALILEO.
Indexes American and British articles in scholarly humanities and social
sciences periodicals as well as "those journals published as popular reading which
now provide valuable research materials for scholars."

Poole’s Plus (19" Century Masterfile), 1802-1907. GALILEO.
Indexes American and British periodicals; Poole’s is generally acknowledged as
the first periodical index ever created.

Wellesley Index to Victorian Periodicals, 1824-1900.
CD-ROM. Available on single workstation in reference room.
Indexes 45 (primarily British) Victorian periodicals and identifies the authors of
many of their anonymous/pseudonymous articles and poems. Introductions cover
the history and political slant of each periodical.

The major index to literary criticism published in journal articles and book
chapters. Click on the *‘SFX@UGA’ link (where available) to locate articles.



JSTOR, from first issue of journal [dates vary] to five years ago. GALILEO.

Project Muse, dates vary, usually late 1990s to present. GALILEO.
These two databases contain the full text of select groups of scholarly journals;
they are particularly useful because you can search through the entire article.
**JSTOR printing: before printing, be sure to change the printing preferences to
“PDF Economy” or it will take forever to print.

LION (Literature Online), 1920-present. GALILEO.
Once in LION, choose ‘Criticism & Reference’ to search some full-text literature
journals and ABELL, a British counterpart to the MLA Bibliography.

Annual Bibliography of Victorian Studies, 1945-present.

An annual survey of what has been published in the field.
